· Practised cursive letter formation th and ng.
· Introduced phase 3 words are, you, my, was, they, see, look, will, for, too.

· Shared non-fiction books about castles. Discussing the outside of castles and their features such as drawbridge, portcullis, arrow slits. Talking about the rooms inside of a castle, are they the same as our rooms now? What would have happened in these rooms?
