	As Readers we will read and explore stories from other cultures and picture books. In addition, we will be reading “Kensuke’s Kingdom” as a class reader and using this to inspire our writing. 
	As Mathematicians we will be able to understand the number system and place value including larger numbers and make connections between multiplication, division, fractions, percentages and ratio. We will use fluent written methods to solve increasingly difficult problems. We will begin to use the language of algebra and classify shapes using more complex vocabulary.
	As Writers we will write a longer adventure story inspired by Kensuke’s Kingdom. We will also plan and write texts of our own choice in Pendragon Writer’s Club. Later in the term we will be writing recounts following our R.E. trip.

	   
     
	
	As Scientists will be investigating properties and changes of materials including: solubility, dissolving, evaporation, comparative and fair tests. 
In PSHCE we will be considering healthier and safer lifestyles (including exploring managing risks) and working together, going for goals. We will also complete work on managing relationships and how to communicate appropriately.
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As Geographers we will be familiarising ourselves with continents and oceans. We will also be communicating geographically, considering and identifying the key human and physical characteristics of France using maps. We will be making links with our MFL and DT.  

In Computing we will continue to discuss e-safety (staying safe online) as we complete online research linked with our French and Geography. 
	

	As Artists we will study and take inspiration from European artist Matisse by printing. 
	
	In RE we will discuss what stories and images of deities tell us about Hindu beliefs. We will consider what we learn from reflecting on Christian, Sikh and Muslim wisdom. There will be a multi faith visit to Bedford.
In PE we will develop skills in gymnastics and various dance styles. We will also be completing play leader training using team work skills and games. 

	As Musicians we will listen to the music of others, compose our own music and perform using a variety of instruments. 
In DT we will make French food and serve it in a French café.
