	Literacy
· Introduced final consonant clusters, st, sk, sm, lf, lt, nd, nth, nt, nk.
· Consolidated all phase 3 digraphs and trigraphs.
· Practised cursive letter formation for a, i, r and ai, ar.

· Consolidated all phase 4, word wallet words.
· Practised blending and segmenting words containing adjacent consonant clusters, (two or more consonants that blend together) e.g. s-t-e-m, t-r-ow-el.
· A visit from Farmer Luke and Farmer Clive who showed us their tractor and talked about how they plant and farm their crops of wheat and potato.

· Giving instructions to a friend to plant a bean and then listened carefully to the instructions to plant our own beans.

· Writing instructions for how to plant a bean using sequencing language such as, first, next, then, after all, finally. 
· Describing different vegetables using a range of adjectives.

· Giving clues to each other to guess the vegetable.
	Maths
· Counting on to 40 and back in ones from 15, then 20. Counting in 2s to 20 and 10s to 100.
· Subitising objects to 6.
· Using our fingers to show different ways to make numbers up to 7.
· Learning addition and subtraction facts for 7 multi-link cubes and double sided counters.
· Beginning to record key facts (KIRFs) as calculations eg 4+3=7
· Consolidating all KIRFs (number facts addition and subtraction) for numbers up to 7

· Learning about money and what we use it for. Looking at real coins, 1p and 2p. Using money to buy vegetables from the role play shop.
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	Ideas for activities to do at home
· Use all phonics flashcards to make cvcc and ccvc words for your child to read such as brush, grow, tent, tusk.
· Practise reading all words in the wallet by sight. How fast can you say them? Can you beat your score? Have a go at spelling these, you could first, cover it up then see of you can spell without looking at the word. 
· Ask your child to retell the story of Oliver’s Vegetables, they could even have go at drawing a story map and writing a sentence to say what happened.

· Give your child some 1p and 2p coins to explore. Can they use them to buy labelled vegetables at home or at the shops?
· Go on a Spring walk – what can you see growing? Encourage your child to look at the different shapes and patterns on leaves as well as buds growing and flowers opening.
· Have a go at make a match (phase 4) on Phonics play. Go to www.phonicsplay.co.uk
