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	National Curriculum

	As Readers we will read and explore a range of non-fiction texts linked to our science topic. We will also be continuing to read a variety of age-appropriate extracts in our daily guided reading sessions and enjoying listening to our daily class reader.
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As Writers, we will be looking at playscripts, focusing on an age-appropriate adaptation of Shakespeare’s Macbeth. Following that, we will be writing explanation texts linked to our Earth and Space topic in Science. We will also have opportunities to write in a variety of ways in Pendragon Writers Club.
 
	What makes our planet so amazing?
Year 5 – Summer 1
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What is our solar system like? 
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As Scientists, we will be learning about the movement of the Earth and other planets relative to the sun in the solar system and the movement of the moon relative to the Earth. We will learn that the sun, Earth and moon are approximately spherical bodies; and that day and night and the apparent movement of the sun across the sky is due to the Earth’s rotation. 

	As Artists, we will be focusing on sculpture. We will create our own 3D card sculptures based on Kandinsky’s paintings. 
In DT, we will be learning about Food: Celebrating Culture and seasonality. This will be linked to preparing food for our French café (date to be confirmed)  
In Computing, we will be using Purple Mash to learn about 3D modelling.
As Musicians, we will be working on our composing and performing skills using djembes.

	
	As Mathematicians, we will be learning about perimeter; multiplying fractions; percentages and converting units of measure.

	
	In PE, we will be going swimming every Wednesday this halfterm; in outdoor PE, we will be developing our striking and fielding skills in cricket.
As Linguists, we will build on last term’s learning about food to learn how to order foods as part of our French café. 
	In RE we will be learning about the importance of Jesus to Christians: Why Jesus is seen as an inspirational figure.
In PSHCE, we will be looking at the topic of Managing Safety and Risk.
