· Consolidating adjacent consonant clusters sl, gl, pl, bl, cl, pl, fl, br, fr, gr, pr, tr, dr, cr, sn, sw, sp, sk 
· Practised spelling he, she, we, me and was. Writing simple sentences that contain these words.
· Introduced phase 3 words her, now, down and all. Reading these words within a sentence.
· Used adjectives to describe gravel, sand, and mud to write own part of ‘We’re going on a bear hunt.’

· Read the book ‘Bear on a bike’. Discussed the types of transport bear travelled on and where he went. Explored words to describe different settings.
· In small groups the children read a book about Diggers. Practised sounding out and blending new words, recognising sight words and using the initial sound and picture clues.

· Counted on and back in ones to 10, 15, 20 then 25. 

· Used our fingers to show different ways to make numbers to 5
· Singing songs about 5: 5 fat sausages, 5 little ducks, 5 little monkeys, 5 little speckled frogs and 5 currant buns
· Continued number sense 5, through the use of a fives frame. Explored addition and subtraction facts, verbally and modelled the written calculations.
· Made a tally chart and pictogram to show the transport we have travelled on and would most like to travel on.

· Look at maps of places to visit. Talk about what the symbols might mean.
· Encourage your child to draw a map of somewhere you have recently visited. What symbols might they add? 
· Collect information in the form a tally for example colours of cars seen on the road, types of transport passing your house, single digit numbers spotted on the registration plates in your street.
