
As Linguists, we will be learning the different 
shapes and prepositions. They will be using the 
prepositions to describe the positions of shapes and 
objects.  

 

As Mathematicians, we will work on properties of 
shapes, symmetry, decimals, money and problem 
solving involving decimals to two decimal places. 
We will also be looking at adding and subtracting 
fractions with the same denominator. Finding 
fractions of quantities and fractions in the context 
of measure.   
 

As Artists, we will explore and develop are 
drawing and painting skills. We will investigate 
artists who have worked within the theme of water 
such as Monet, Hockney and Hokusai. 

As Geographers, we will be learning about the 
uses of water and distinguish between human and 
physical sources. We will discuss how water is 
collected and distributed making links to the water 
cycle.   

 

In PSHCE, we will develop an age appropriate 
understanding of inclusion and equality, taking 
account of race, ethnicity, religion, culture and 
language, different abilities, gender, sexual 
orientation and age, within the school and the local 
community. 

 

In Design Technology, we will design and create 
our own cushion using a variety of stitches, an 
applique and quilting skills.

As Scientists, we will be learning about the Water 
cycle involving the scientific processes of 
evaporation and condensation to support our 
understanding for our explanation texts. We will also 
be finding out about hydro-electricity and its 
importance for producing electricity for our planet. 

 
 

In Computing, we will be using Purple Mash 
software to learn about spreadsheets. It will 
include how to enter data into spreadsheets 
accurately. This topic will help us to understand 
how to use the number formatting tools within 
2Calculate to appropriately format numbers. 

 

As Musicians, we will be learning through the 
online music scheme ‘Charanga’. All learning will 
focus around one song, ‘Stop!’ Which links to the 
theme of bullying. We build on our previous 
knowledge and learn about the interrelated 
dimensions of music through games, singing and 
composing. 

In PE, we will be creating and performing our own 
version of a rugby ‘Haka’. Our outdoor PE will 
focus on OAA (outdoor adventurous activities), 
where we will take part in a range of activities. We 
will be problem solving, following instructions, 
taking part in team challenges and orienteering.
