Learning Overview for week ending 12th November
	Literacy
· Reading and discussing books left by the Phonics Fairy.
· Learning the phonemes, m,d,g,o,c,k,e,r,h and digraph ck. 
· Hearing the initial phoneme (sound) in words using objects and writing the grapheme.
· Practising oral blending- ‘what’s in the box?’- e.g. d-o-g, c-a-t.

· Blending to read cvc (consonant vowel consonant) words.

· Forming graphemes (letters) for all phonemes (sounds) learned. (see website for video examples.
· Learning sight words – those in your child’s word wallet.

· Reading simple sentences using a variety of reading strategies. For example spotting sight words, using the picture clue with initial phoneme and sounding out and blending 
	Maths
· Counting on and back from 0 in ones to 10, then 15, then 20
· Encouraging children to move or line up objects to count.
· When counting objects encouraging the children to touch them as they count.

· Subitising 1, 2, 3 and using collections of objects, dotty pattern cards and sounds.
· Exploring ways to make three using objects. How many ways can you arrange them between two sets? Say out loud 1 add/plus 2 equals 3, zero add/plus 3 equals 3 etc.

· Give a set of objects (up to 10) to two toys, say which has more or fewer.

· Explored the 3d shape – sphere

· Learned the properties of a sphere – it has one curved surface. It can roll and spin.



	Ideas for activities to do at home
· Encourage your child to tell you about books left by the phonics fairy.
· Read your child’s school reading book with them at least three times a week.

· Encourage your child to recognise their sight words (in wallet) as they read and use their phonics skills to read other words.

· Play spot the phoneme in books, posters, labels around the house and when out and about.
· Find 5 objects around the home or from the garden. What’s the initial phoneme, write a list. Use cursive!
· Practise counting.

· Spot shapes 2d and 3d when you are out and about. Talk about their properties.

· Ask your child to tell you about Diwali and The Gunpowder Plot.
