	Literacy
· Consolidated all phase 3 digraphs and trigraphs.

· Consolidated both initial and final adjacent consonant clusters, sp, sw, br, tr, pl, st, sk, sm, lf, lt, nd, nth, nt, nk.
· Taught how to form capital letters and when to use these. For example at the start of a sentence or for our name or country.
· Consolidated all phase 2, 3 and 4, word wallet words.
· Practised blending and segmenting adjacent consonant clusters, (two phonemes that blend together) e.g. f-o-r-e-st, tr-u-ck
· Used the story ‘Wild’ by Emily Hughes to introduce habitats, discussed settings, characters and events.
· Introduced the story ‘Handa’s Surprise’, discussed habitats, countries, changes, similarities to where we live, animals, fruits focussing on verb and adjectives.
· Used our senses to explore a pineapple, mango, avocado and passion fruit to help us use adjectives.
	Maths
· Counted on to 40 and back in ones from 15, then 20. Counting in 2s to 10.
· Subitising objects to 6.

· Used our fingers and dotty patterns to show different ways to make 8.
· Discovered addition and subtraction facts for 8 using, dominoes, numicon and multi-link cubes.
· Introduced the concept of doubles, used numicon and counters to help us find the double of numbers from 1-5.   
· Introduced the concept of odd and even through the use of the book ‘Simon sock’ we then used numicon to find the odd numbers and even numbers to 10.
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	IMPORTANT MESSAGES
· Use all phonics flashcards to make cvcc, ccvc and ccvcc words for your child to read such as, tent, truck, forest.
· Practise reading words in the wallet by sight. Once confident have a go at spelling and writing them down.

· Can you write a sentence about ‘Wild’ or ‘Handa’ to say what happened in the stories.
· Have a go at Mathletics- time, money, data- sort it.
