· Practised cursive letter formation e, j, f, y, ch and sh.

· Introduced phase 3 words he, she, we, be, me, with, this, that, then and them. 

· Shared the book ‘George and the Dragon’, talked about the pictures in detail and discussed the characters and settings. Predicted story events.

· Learnt new vocabulary such as, mighty, monstrous and furious.
