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	National Curriculum

	As Readers we will read myths and legends from Ancient Greece, and look at a variety of explanation texts. Later in the term we will be reading The Highwayman and be exploring arguments. 
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	As Mathematicians we will be learning about fractions (equivalence, ordering and comparing, and calculating). We will also be converting measures including area, perimeter and volume. In addition we will be learning about percentages, 2D and 3D shape, comparing, measuring and drawing angles, interpreting timetables and statistics. We will apply our skills to problem solving.
	As Writers we will write a Greek myth inspired by the range of examples we have read. To link with our Science, we will be writing an explanation based on a concept to do with Earth and Space. In addition we will be writing a sequel to The Highwayman. Based on learning in other subjects, we will plan and write texts of our own choice in Pendragon Writer’s Club.

	        
	
	As Scientists we will be learning about the Earth and Space. Later in the term we will be exploring animals and humans linking with our SRE. 
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In Computing we will continue learning about e-safety and work towards our Gold certificates. We will link this to developing our understanding and safe usage of the online learning platform Starz. We will further develop our skills of coding by making labyrinth games using Scratch. 
	

	As Artists we will mimic the way Greeks made and decorated pots. In DT we will be creating a labyrinth to fit in with our Greek theme. We will need shoe boxes for our constructions so please get collecting!
	
	In RE we will be thinking about the way Jesus is/was interpreted and followed. We will also be exploring the impact and inspiration that Jesus has had on people all over the world. 


As Musicians we will listen to the music of others; compose our own music and perform using a variety of instruments. 
In PE we will develop athletic skills and complete Play Leader Training with the option to then lead lunch time activities.


	In PSHE we will be considering and discussing diversity and communities both locally, nationally and globally. This includes developing children sense of personal identity and self-worth, as well as considering and respecting the views of others. Later in the term we will be doing SRE (Sex and Relationships Education).
As Historians we will be learning about Ancient Greece including: Greek democracy, the Trojan war, Gods and Hero’s, and Athens and Sparta.
