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	National Curriculum

	As Readers we will study books to help us learn about the Mayans and science. We will also study some of the works of Shakespeare.
	As Mathematicians we will be able to understand the number system and place value including larger numbers and make connections between multiplication, division, fractions, percentages and ratio. We will use fluent written methods to solve increasingly difficult problems. We will use the language of algebra and classify shapes using more complex vocabulary. We will also study maths in nature and the world around us. 
	As Writers we will write and perform adverts for products to sell. From studying Shakespeare, we will write our own stories and plays using Shakespearian language. Based on learning in other subjects, we will plan and write texts of our own choice in Pendragon Writer’s Club.
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	As Scientists we will identify and name the main parts of the human circulatory system, and describe the functions of the heart, blood vessels and blood. We will recognise the impact of diet, exercise, drugs and lifestyle on the way bodies function. We will also learn about evolution and inheritance. 
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Outdoor learning
This term we will be exploring our local environment: we will identify areas in the school grounds that need improvements and we will be developing our skills of listening and teamwork to carry out tasks together.
In Computing we will learn about e-safety (staying safe online), develop our understanding of technology and digital literacy using a range of programmes, including Starz. We will use ‘Scratch’ to create a maths game.
	

	In Art and DT we will use Mayan art to inspire masks, ceramics and design. 
	
	In RE we will learn about caring for creation and stewardship. 
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In PSHCE we will think about economic well-being. We will also study sex and relationships education.
In PE we will develop skills in tennis, athletics and rounders.

	As Musicians we will work on the songs and music for our summer performance.
As Historians we will study the ancient Aztec and Mayan civilization to develop an understanding of what was happening in central America during the same era as other ancient civilisations studied.
