· Used words relating to time such as first, next and then. Ordered familiar events.

· Talked about morning, afternoon and night-time. Matched events to these times.

· Named and ordered days of the week.
· Discussed things we do on certain days at school and when at home eg, outside PE, carousel, sing up, swimming, dance etc. 
· Explored how we find out the capacity of different sized flower pots and bottles, using scoops of soil and small bottles of water. 

· Predicted which flower pot or bottle holds the most/least capacity.

· Introduced the terms empty, full and capacity.

· Continue to learn old and new words in the wallet. Say a sentence for your child to make. Encourage them to read it back.
